Workers from The Bridge Water Project in Kakamega have arrived at the St Veronica Primary School site in order to start work on the borehole. Working quickly but efficiently, they have flushed the borehole to clear any debris and silt from the bottom of the well, and then carried out test pumping to confirm the suitability for a pump. In order to prepare for the installation of the pump, they will next create the concrete well pad which will soon be very busy as a focal point for the villages around St Veronica to access the clean water. Local contact Leonard Wasike was very happy with the work done, noting how encouraging it was for the local community to see the project moving forward. We look forward to seeing the pump installed and the project completed!
